From the Desk of Mr. Nishit Kumar, Founder and MD.

During my
stint at
CHILDLINE
India
Foundation,
when a High
Court
judgement in
the famous
Anchorage
case went
Tl 7o against us (we

won in the Supreme Court later on), | was
determined to use an innovative format to
sensitise children about Child Sexual Abuse. It
was then that | first became aware of SBCC
(Social and Behaviour Change Communication)
methods to achieve sustained behaviour
change. Absorbing all that | could from online
sources, we developed an SBCC based
technique for sensitising children on safe and
unsafe touch. That program, along with the film
we made, ‘Komal’ (Which was bestowed a
National Award) became an award winning
program that reached thousands of schools.

From that initiative was born a desire to set up
a non profit organisation focussing on SBCC that
would eventually offer Communication as an
intervention.

For a brief period, post CHILDLINE, | took on the
challenge of setting up a Maternal Nutrition
Project and during the course of that,
discovered India’s appalling nutrition statistics.
| was completely convinced that use of SBCC
methods could lift development sector
communication and empower it to become an
Intervention tool. | met with some of the
sector’s leading minds and my resolve to set up
an organisation dedicated to SBCC became
firmer.

Separately, Priya Subnis Arte had been working
on programs to deal with adolescent anxiety
and stress and we had collaborated on that for
some time. She was keen to set up a non-profit
firm to take the program to school children.

And so, in April 2017 we put together a team,
and got down to developing SBCC programs.

The first act was to get the backing of the Wise
and Knowledgeable- A Governing Board. We
soon found that statutory responsibilities of
Directors on the Board meant that we would
have to separate our Governing Board from the
Statutory board of Directors. Further we
wanted the assistance of several professionals
from various fields in order to develop our
programs. And so, we set up an Advisory
Council.

Years ago | had become acquainted with Mr.
Arun Nanda, when he was Company Secretary
to Mahindra and Mahindra and since then he
had become closer to all of their Group
companies and also become distinguished with
recognition and International Awards. His
knowledge and network is legendary. As a
person of great integrity and ‘call-a-spade-a-
spade’ attitude, he was our first choice as
Governing Body member.

When | met him he immediately suggested that
we should connect with the Confederation of
Indian Industry (Cll) as they wanted to do an
SBCC program with children on littering. That
program- Phenk Mat Mumbai- became our very
first SBCC program.

Then we worked very hard as a team to develop
and implement SBCC programs focussing on
youth and aimed at tackling specific issues that
the youth are faced with- anxiety, stress,
depression, suicidal tendencies and



sexual/online abuse. Thus our Energetix, Ask
Buddy and GNX-PASS programs were born.

When we rolled out Energetix programs in
schools, parents told us that they wanted
guidance on parenting of adolescents and
teenagers. Since parenting was crucial to
managing adolescent stress and depression we
developed SPG (Sensitive parental Guidance).

It has been a challenging journey in our first
year as SBC3. One that has shown us the huge
gaps and needs as well as helped set our
directions.

On behalf of the entire team at SBC3, | thank
each and every one of our Governing Board and
Advisory Council members for their support and
encouragement. We are grateful to Mr. Arun
Nanda for backing us and for the continuous
guidance.

Important Note: While we began working from
April 2017, the Company'’s registration as a Sec
98 Public Company was received on August 24t
2017. Consequently, the Financial Report
presented here is for the period August 24t
2017 upto March 31 2018. The Phenk Mat
Mumbai (PMM) program reported here covers
the program for the period from June 2017 to
March 2018. Hence the PMM grant for the

period prior to August 2017 is not included in
the financials.



Program Update

Phenk Mat Mumbai

Phenk Mat Mumbai (PMM) is an initiative of
Confederation of Indian Industry (Cll) and Club
Mahindra to make Mumbai litter free. The
PMM campaign envisaged involving youth of
Mumbai to make Mumbai a clean city. The
program aimed at influencing the littering
behaviour among children studying in Mumbai
schools and colleges with the objective of
enabling children and youth to internalise the
habits of cleanliness and making them lifelong
ambassadors for anti-littering behaviour.

Confederation of Indian Industry (Cll) along with
Club Mahindra appointed SBC3as the
Implementing Program Partner, in all schools of
A and F wards as part of phase | of the
campaign. The program targeted 200 schools
across these wards which included both private
and BMC run schools.

Launch of Phenk Mat Mumbai program

SBC? invited around 100 school principals from
across the city to launch the Phenk Mat
Mumbai program on July 18 2018 in the
presence of dignitaries and principals of schools
and junior colleges. The launch was held at the
HR college of Commerce and Economics-
Mumbai.

Program Execution

SBC3worked out a model to assess the
perceptions and current understanding of
students on topics related to litter. Through
Focused Group Discussions (FGDs), among a
group of students across various schools, the
team from SBC? recorded their views and ideas.

After the program implementation began in
each school, students were presented with
ample opportunities to practice new learning,
influence behaviour of others and create
impact. To keep the students motivated, two
cadres of responsibility were created:

a. Eco Captains: Five students, from
secondary classes, who would lead and
implement the program across their
school. The students were supported by
a teacher coordinator.

b. Eco Commandos: Two students from
each class to carry forward the initiative
in their respective classes supported by
the class teacher.

Energetix

As per a WHO report, one in four children in the age group of 13-15 years in India suffer from
depression. Their pressures combined with social pressures is setting off unprecedented teenage
stress. India has the world's highest levels of teenage suicide, teenage depression, substance abuse, and
a host of other issues.

The program Energetix is developed by our team of Behavioural Scientists and Psychologists. The
program is a 7.5 hour experiential workshop, spread over 4 sessions, for Adolescents/Teenagers
designed with a holistic approach. The program will provide students with scientific tools to handle new
age issues and maximise their potential.

The Energetix program aims to enhance energy levels, relieve anxiety, improve health and help students
develop better communication with elders and contemporaries. Collectively for the school, it can create
better classroom focus, improved student-teacher interaction and boost overall academic performance.

Approach

The approach is to conduct Energetix workshops in schools where we have conducted a No Cost
Orientation Program on ‘Adolescent Stress’ targeted at Parents of students studying in grade 8, 9" and
10%™. The two hour Orientation Program makes the parent/s aware of the various stressors which a child
typically undergoes. This include academic pressure, parental expectations, relationship pressures, peer
pressure etc. The orientation concludes by introducing Energetix program and an invitation to the
parents to register their wards for the workshop.

Feedback forms are circulated to assess the reaction of the parents on the discussion held and their
overall understanding on the subject of Adolescent Stress. Till date the Orientation Session has been
attended by 500 parents and it has been found as an extremely useful session.

Using Tech to drive behaviour change.

Recognizing that teenage stress, depression and mental health issues are so large, the team at SBC3
worked with Sensorise India, whose founder Sharad Arora is a Advisory Council Member , to develop a
conceptual mobile App called Buddy App which will offer a wearable band along with the app to users.
At the heart of the Buddy app will be 5-6 psychological diagnostic tools presented as a mobile game.
When the scores of the game are backed by data of heart and pulse rate we will get a reasonable
assessment of the state of mental health of the user. SBC3did apply to US-INDIA science and Technology
Endowment Fund (USISTEF) but could not make it to the final round.

The team then identified that teenagers needed an exclusive and completely safe website to be able to
find answers to their issues and thus the concept of Ask Buddy, as a dedicated teenage website was
developed. Hopefully, both Buddy App and Ask Buddy will find funding and be launched in the near
future.
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Cross Subsidised Energetix Program

The Energetix program has a cross subsidy model - each participating child makes a contribution that
subsidises the costs for marginalised children. As a result we conducted free programs in HPT Girls High
School, Churchgate and Chatrapati Shivaji Maharaj Vidyalaya, Dharavi.

H.P.T. Girls High School:

It is a private aided school affiliated with the MSBSHSE (Maharashtra State Board for Secondary &
Higher Secondary Education). The pilot session of Energetix was held on December 4™, 2017 with 16 girl
students ranging from 7t Std to 10" Std. The girls belong to a low socio-economic background. Majority
of the girls came from broken homes with difficult living conditions.

Raja Chatrapathi Shivaji Vidyalaya, Dharavi

The school is a multi-language medium school run by the BMC. A total of 25 students attended.

GNX-PASS (Generation Next Protection from Abuse To Stay Safe)

SBC3 has developed a sensitisation and empowerment programme for Pre-Primary (Junior, Senior and
1st Standard), Primary (2nd to 6th standard) and Secondary (7th to 10th) children. Three categories will
cover children in the 2.5 to 16 years age group. The programs will be delivered in school classrooms

Level 1: Pre Primary children

Children of ages 2.5 to 5.5 need to understand aspects of their bodies. Neither parents nor schools help
children learn about the difference between public and private body parts.

SBC3 team conceptualised an idea wherein pre primary children can learn these differences. We
developed a song which covered all major body parts from head to toe. The song explained these body
parts in a funny and simple way. The entire emphasis was to define the role of the respective body part
in a funny yet correct way.

Level 2: Primary school children
For primary school children (ages 6 to 12), the content includes topics such as:

e What is safe touch

e What is unsafe touch

e Personal safety rules

e Private body parts

e Inner voice

e Concept of trusted adults

Level 3: Secondary school children

Children in the age group of 12-16 face a wide range of issues — hormonal changes, social, academic and
competitive pressures; growing peer influence and declining parental influence; access to mobiles,
internet, alcohol, tobacco and drugs; increasing interaction with opposite sex... Physical changes in
bodies and growth of adult sexual characteristics, all of which make teens vulnerable.

Content for this groups includes:

Understanding abuse in all forms and being able to tell safe and unsafe behaviour.
Staying safe online and safe practices to prevent online abuse.

Understanding the changes taking place in their bodies and how to cope with it.

Using a combination of methodologies, we empower secondary school children with knowledge and
skills to deal with these issues and remain safe from abuse of any type — both offline or online.
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SPG (Sensitive Parental Guidance)

Sensitive Parental Guidance is a program for parents, currently grappling with the complexities of
parenting teenagers. While addressing the parents on the topic of Adolescent Stress, SBC? often came
across parents who felt it’s equally important to address the emotional challenges they faced as a
parent.

SPG was developed as a solution for all those parents who felt they too needed to address their
emotional needs while being at the frontline of daily pressure and stress as a parent.

SPG is an experiential program of 16 hours (divided into 4 half days or 2 full days). The workshop offers
parents guidance and insights on how to manage turbulent teenage years.

The program covers

e Self-Care for parents

e Active Mindfulness Communication
e Expressing Emotions Effectively

e Teenage Safety concerns

SBC3launched the Pilot session of the SPG program on March 2018 for the parents of students studying
in grade 8™, 9™ and 10™" at one of the oldest school in Mumbai — St. Stanislaus School. The 16 hours
program was spread across 4 sessions for four hours each. As it was a Pilot Program, registration for
parents were free. There were a total of 23 parents who registered for the 4 half days session.
